Five leading Israel i  defense companies  are 
participating: Israel Aerospace Industries (IAI), Rafael 
Advanced Defense Systems, Elbit Systems, SDC, and 
Ophir Optronics (part of MKS Group), showcasing 
a wide range of advanced, operationally proven 
technologies in aerospace, space, and defense sectors.

SIBAT has also established a national pavilion for the 
participating Israeli companies and will provide support 
for strategic business meetings with delegations and
